Please tell us what really matters for your child now and also what might be important for your child in the future or what you hope your child will achieve. 



	How best to support and communicate with me
Please tell us the best way to communicate with your child and what works well to support your child.  


	Other important things to know about me and my family

This section is an opportunity for you to provide any additional information not already stated above which you believe is relevant when considering whether to proceed with an assessment of your child’s needs. This can include anything you wish to tell us about your family circumstances such as having another child with additional needs for example. 




	My parent/carer’s views, hopes and dreams for me

This section allows you to voice your concerns and worries about your child’s development. It is an opportunity to describe what support you believe your child requires in order to progress and what you hope they will achieve with this support.
